PART 1 – GENERAL

1.01
DESCRIPTION

A.
Provisions of Division 01 apply to this Section.


B. 
The Work specified in this Section consists of furnishing and applying clear anti-graffiti coating to finish surfaces, as designated.

1.02
SUBMITTALS
A. 
Product Data: Submit anti-graffiti coating manufacturer’s technical data and installation instructions, recommended coverage rates for types of surfaces to be treated, and evidence that coatings conform to all requirements specified. Submit evidence of code approvals. 
B. 
Furnish samples on the same materials which coating will be applied to. Indicate matte or gloss finish. Coat one-half of each sample, leaving the other half non-coated.

C.
Maintenance Instructions: Furnish manufacturer’s written recommended graffiti removal instructions in English and Spanish. 

D.
Furnish manufacturer’s appropriate cleaner in the recommended amounts for the coated areas square footage.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

A.
Product Manufacturer: Company specializing in manufacturing quality anti-graffiti coating for a minimum of 10 years. On demand, manufacturer shall supply references of at least five (5) satisfactory installations in which their anti-graffiti coating has been in service for at least five (5) years.
B.
Applicator: Company specializing in commercial painting and finishing for a minimum of 5 years. On demand, company shall supply references of at least five (5) satisfactory installations of anti-graffiti coating.
C.
Comply with applicable codes and regulations of governmental agencies having jurisdiction (EPA, CARB, AQMD), including airborne emissions and industrial disposal. Where those requirements conflict with this Specification, comply with more stringent provisions.
D. 
Before general application, notify manufacturer and apply anti-graffiti system, as witnessed and recommended by the manufacturer, to a test area designated by the Architect, to establish coverage rates, appearance, and warranty requirements. Allow sample area to cure and attack with indelible makers and spray paint. Notify Architect, General Contractor, and manufacturer 72 hours prior to a cleaning demonstration.
E. 
After acceptance by Architect, notify manufacturer of start-up application, following all warranty requirements, as stated by manufacturer.

DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING

A.
Deliver products to site in sealed and labeled containers.
B. 
Container labeling to include manufacturer’s name, type of coating brand name, brand code, coverage, surface preparation, cure time, cleanup, and instructions for mixing.
C.
Store materials in well ventilated area, no less than 45ºF and no more than 90ºF, unless otherwise allowed by manufacturer.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROJECT REQUIREMENTS
A.
Do not apply coatings during high winds or rain, or if rain is eminent within 48 hours. Air and surface temperatures should be between 50ºF and 90ºF. 


B. 
Protect surrounding area and property including vehicles from overspray.

C. 
Provide LEED Credit Certificates where applicable.

EXTRA STOCK
A.
Provide 5 one gallon containers of manufacturer’s specified cleaner only for applied areas under 5,000  square feet, and 10 one gallon containers for applied areas over 5,000 square feet.

WARRANTY

A.
Manufacturer shall provide a 10 year material warranty as long as the substrate, application, and removal methods meet their guidelines. For the duration of the warranty, no additional graffiti coatings will need to be applied, and after each graffiti removal the warranty protects against yellowing, shadowing, ghosting, or chemical staining.


B.
 Installer shall provide a 2 year labor warranty.

Anti-Graffiti coating over unsealed concrete, brick, stucco, stone or block masonry units.
1.      AQUASEAL ME12 water repellent sealer, coverage rates as recommended by Monopole, Inc.


C. 
Anti-Graffiti coating over substrates or finishes not mentioned above.



1.      Consult AG manufacturer for recommendations.

D. 
Anti-Graffiti coating shall be compatible with all standard paintable polymer type caulking and sealing materials and certified by manufacturer as suitable for use.

EXAMINATION

A.
 Do not start installation of coating if conditions are present on the substrate to be coated that prevent or interfere with the correct preparation of surfaces or installation of coating system. 
3.02 
PREPARATION

A. 
Surface shall be free of adhesion affecting contaminants like grout or masonry smears, structurally sound, dry, clean, and free of dust, grime, oils/scale, rust, silicones, curing and/or parting compounds, alkali or acid residues.


B.
Complete all surrounding trade work prior to product application.

C. 
Protect the work of other trades.

3.03 
APPLICATION

A.
Install anti-graffiti coating system to surfaces indicated by Architect/Owner and per manufacturer’s instructions.
3.04
 CLEANING

A.
Remove rubbish, debris, and waste materials and legally dispose of off the Project site.

3.05
PROTECTION

A.
Protect the Work of this section until Substantial Completion. Should area be defaced prior to complete coating cure, consult manufacturer for special cleaning instructions.
